Performing Oedipus Rex

We will be performing the play Oedipus Rex in groups for our classmates.  Each group will read the lines assigned to them, choose which lines are most important for delivering the play, and design a performance.  
One per Group
1. Teacher copy of script 

a. characters and actors named

b. actual lines spoken (can be condensed/altered/translated) 

c. gestures and props indicated

2. Summary of your scene typed and presented before acting begins (one per group)

a. brief explanation of acted scene 

b. written justification for format/lines chosen. 

c. one member for each group will read the summary prior to the scene 

One per Member

1. Evidence of individual literary analysis 

a. a copy of individual lines

b. notes in margins include connections, interpretations, voice, gestures, props etc. that demonstrate thorough literary analysis. (You can’t act out the play until you understand the play!) 

2. A mask and props for your character

3. Confidential student reflection 

a. typed 

b. evaluate your own performance both on stage and prior to acting

c. evaluate each group member’s performance both on stage and prior to acting

* Teacher may alter student grade based on peer reflections

Performance Expectations:
· Students must understand the entire plot of the play and must independently analyze their particular scene before group work begins so that they will be able to work on condensing scene to the most important and relevant lines.

· Students work well with each other, meeting both in and out of class to complete the project. Designation of work is even and fair.

· Lines spoken evenly between group members.

· Scene makes sense and demonstrates each student’s comprehension of literary and rhetorical meaning.

· Lines blend well even with eliminated sections; students provide explanation of choppiness of scene in the pre-summary (if necessary).  
· Students make scene interesting and relevant, using props and/or costumes and acting out the scene with inflection that demonstrates students’ deep comprehension of entire plot.

You have an opportunity to watch your classmates give a short dramatic performance. As a group, you must come to consensus about the quality of the performance.  Answer each question as honestly as you can; then rate each performer according to the scale below.

Questions to consider as you rate each performer:
Preparedness:

How prepared were the student performers? Did they know their lines? Did their movements, gestures, and facial expressions seem planned and well rehearsed?

Gestures:

Were the movements, gestures, and facial expressions appropriate to the scene? 

Vocal Performance:

How well could you hear the performers? Were the words clearly spoken or mumbled?

Props:
Did the performers make use of any props during the performance? Were any costumes used?  Did these items enhance or detract from the performance?  

Overall Performance:
Was the actor convincing in the role?  After class discussion of the scene, evaluate the overall performance based on how well the performance enhanced your understanding of the play.
